6.5 OFF-ROAD PRIORITIES

Local trails and greenways plans were reviewed as noted in Section 4.3, including locally established
priorities.  The following table recaps existing, programmed and planned off-road facilities. A
programmed facility means that funding has been allocated to it in an adopted capital improvement
program or transportation improvement program. Planned facilities are those included in an adopted
plan, whether funded or unfunded. Table 6-5 lists the trail segments, estimated costs, and funding in
descending priority order by jurisdiction. The list is keyed to identify numbers found on Map 5-3.

Table 6-6 provides a list of off-road trail “gaps and opportunities” and costs proposed in this update, again
listed in descending priority order by jurisdiction.

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7.0 IMPLEMENTATION AND NEXT STEPS

7.1 STRATEGY FOR BETTER BICYCLE CONNECTIONS

Most roads in the mature parts of Hillsborough County were built before bicycling was considered as a
form of transportation. Consequently they lack bicycle lanes. As the county has grown in population,
however, the need for vehicular capacity has also grown, and new or widened roads have been built.
Fortunately, in recent years most arterial road projects have included paved shoulders or designated
bicycle lanes. Constructing new or widened roads with bicycle lanes fulfills Policy 1.1.1 of this plan and
should be strongly supported. These projects, however, share
the same problem as off-road trails; they often need ROW,
require significant sums of money, and can take years to
materialize.  Nonetheless, projects to construct new and
expanded arterial and collector roads should be closely
monitored and supported for the inclusion of bicycle facilities.

All other things being equal, most bicyclists prefer riding on
separate trails away from motorized traffic. Off-road trails are
suitable for all levels of bicyclists, from novices to the most
experienced. Long, continuous and carefully designed trails, such as the Pinellas, Upper Tampa Bay,
and Suncoast Trails have demonstrated that they can generate a significant number of bicyclists. Trails
can work together with on-road bicycle lanes to form a complete transportation network. However, it
requires years to accumulate significant ROW and construction funds to develop trails. Plans for trails
and greenways are under development and should be supported, but progress towards a complete
network of off-road trails suitable for bicycle transportation will be measured in decades, not years.

As an alternative, a short-term strategy appropriate for older urban areas with well-developed street grids
is to identify streets that can be re-striped with a sufficient width for a bicycle lane. This can be
accomplished in several ways:

. Where a wide outside lane exists, a lane
can be marked and striped without
removing lanes for motorized traffic;

. In other cases, the standard 12-foot lanes
can be narrowed to create a bicycle lane;
or

° A lane for motorized traffic can be

eliminated to make room for bicycle lanes.

Careful selection of an appropriate road for re-striping or

conversion to a “bicycle boulevard” is critical. As with automobiles, the most direct connection between
origins and destinations is the most convenient route for bicyclists. However, often the most convenient
connecting roads are major arterials with high volumes of motorized traffic and no ROW for expansion,
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making the installation of bicycle lanes difficult. But if an adjacent parallel street exists, then they could
be suitable candidates for re-striped bicycle lanes if they have:

. Adequate pavement or ROW width,
o Moderate traffic volume,
. Minimal intersections requiring a bicyclist to stop, and
. Signage and route maps to make
bicyclists aware that they exist as an
alternative.

In other less urbanized areas without a fully-developed
street grid, there are fewer opportunities for re-striping.
However, if the road is re-surfaced and a shoulder exists,
then the shoulder can be paved at the same time for a
relatively modest incremental cost. Hillshorough County
has employed this technique to develop many miles of
paved shoulders that are used for bicycling. This is
another near-term strategy that should be supported.

7.2 NEXT STEPS AND BICYCLE ADVOCACY

The 2008 Update of the Comprehensive Bicycle Plan lays the groundwork for the inclusion of bicycle
projects when the MPO updates the LRTP. By including high priority bicycle projects in the “cost
affordable” portion of the LRTP, the MPO can allocate future funding to them or ensure that they are
included as part of a road widening project.

Bicycling is a non-motorized “human powered” mode that provides a sustainable form of transportation
and reduces congestion, vehicle miles of travel, and greenhouse gas emissions. The MPO and BPAC
have long espoused bicycling and urged implementing agencies to consider bicycling in the design of
roads, streets, and new development. Progress often seems to be slow, but influence can be exerted in
ways that are significant but may be imperceptible, such as:

o The BPAC reports monthly to the MPO, which is made up of representatives from
local jurisdictions and agencies that have the power to launch new initiatives and
undertake projects.

. MPO staff can present the Comprehensive Bicycle Plan directly to community groups
and local governing bodies such as the Board of County Commissioners and City
Council to urge consideration of bicycle projects within their jurisdictions.

. MPO staff can also influence the design of transportation projects and land use
patterns through its review of design plans and comprehensive plan amendments.

. The MPO often hosts workshops and seminars dealing with non-motorized
transportation for engineers, design professional and planners.
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
